Thank you for your continued support as we work to reach the 
Club‟s full potential. 

We have been in discussions with the Metro Parks to grant an 
easement for a bike path along the Maintenance Department 
facility and north along Big Walnut Creek. We are striving to be 
good neighbors of the Metro Parks system‟s efforts to create 
more bike paths as they attempt to improve the lifestyle of Cen-
tral Ohio residents.   

The discussions have centered on preserving the integrity of the 
golf course and assuring prevention of bike path users onto the 
golf course. If the bike path proceeds, signage, landscaping and 
fencing will be included along the path to provide a distinct bar-
rier between the course and the bike path. If constructed, the 
bike path will not be visible from the golf course in almost 100% 
of the proposed route. Along hole #13 and the green on #12,   
Metro Parks will construct it on a “catwalk” over Big Walnut 
Creek, to help us preserve the integrity of the golf course. No 
compromise of the golf course will be allowed. Additionally, 
Metro Park‟s Rangers will provide routine daily patrols of the bike 
path. 

If and when completed, the bike path will allow residents of the 
Little Turtle community to connect to a pathway that reaches 
Blendon Woods Metro Park in the first phase and, within 3 years, 
Hoover Reservoir. If plans proceed, eventually the bike path will 
connect to the pathway system being built across Central Ohio 
and the state. This pathway only enhances the value of homes in 
the Little Turtle community. 

We are committed to 
providing the Members of Little Turtle G.C. full disclosure of the 
events shaping, not only this Club, but the community in which 
we are involved.
