There is a flag stick in the bag room that has three pieces of tape on it, each piece representing a cer-

tain length of putt. It will be observed that all three pieces of tape are nearest one end of the flag

stick.

Instructions

Choose any hole on the putting green. Rest the flag stick down on the green with the non -tape end at

the edge of the cup. This means that the three pieces of tape will be some 5, 6, and 8 feet away from

thehole. Stick a tee in the ground exactly next to each pi e of

Repeat three times, making sure each time the flag stick is going away from the cup at a different an-

gle. Again, place tees in the ground that correspond with the tape on the flag stick. Having done this
four times in total, that should leave you with 12 total tees in the ground; that is, 4 sets of 3 tees. To
expand further on that, you will have four 5 -footers, four 6 -footers, and four 8 -footers.

Note! The only rule for the angle at which the flags must me positioned from the cup is that AT LEAST a

putter |l ength (for our purpose, t haifobtertedffomiany otlee5s ) -footers t
tee on the different lines you chosen (much more easily demonstrated than described). This provides

the assurance that each line of three putts will offer a markedly different challenge in the way of green

reading.
